KEY STEPS TO CONNECT TO NATURAL GAS

1. You need to ensure that natural gas is available in your
street/location. (Remember Multinet reticulates the gas
network in your area)

A. In most cases, the provision of gas supply will be free of
charge to a standard residential and commercial property.
That is, Multinet will arrange for the installation of a service
